It will be a black-firing (like in Mexico) to make burnished pots black by covering the pit
totally with earth after firing .Essentially, to turn pots black all we need to do is to smother
the fire when Iitbés hot, and prevent oXxyg

So if you are interested in participating in the pit firing, burnish some pots and make sure
they are TOTALLY dry when you bring them to the open day for firing.

If you want to get a table to display and sell some of your ceramic works during the open
weekend, please let Lone know - also if you will be willing to help out with the raku firing
on the Sunday starting at 10 am.

We plan to make up some more raku glazes Tuesday 15 August at noon, if you would like
to help making up the glazes i please come along. If you have not tried to make up glazes
before i here is your chance.

Why did | even get involved in it? Crikey lets go back to primary
school -try 54 years back in Whakatane New Zealand.

A teacher (John Fetonby, who later became famous for a while in
Whakatane for Burnished carved black fired pots) built an oil fired brick kiln on the school
grounds.

Along came pottery classes. That was the start | suppose. The feel of
the clay, the musty smell of a freshly opened bag of clay, the fear and
love and respect of the flame, the energy, the colour of the glow in the
kiln,the expectation as the kiln is cooling - | was hooked.

A few years passed try 18. My then sister in law Linda Nicholls (she's
brilliant by the way) started making pottery. | just had to have a go. She
gave me some clay -Big Mistake- | was up till 4 am the first night
making, what I thought was a mansion of a pottery house (really it was
no bigger than half a loaf of bread) too late - | was hooked.

Along came buckets of glazes, reduction stoneware firings, smoke and
flames belching from any opening of the kiln. That wonderful smell of
the kiln heating up, the wax being burned off, the moisture been driven off, the smell of the glazes
being dried off. It all just breathes excitement. Every firing gives me the same thrill, new testing,
river clays, road cuttings, collecting and buckets everywhere of clay and soil samples. Not to
mention markets. Fairs. Fetes

WHAT WAS | DOING? Nothing abnormal, really just ask any other potter.

ITE& IN YOUR BLOOD ONCE YOU'VE GOT A TASTE OF IT.

IT& LIKE AN ADDICTION -YOU HAVE TO HAVE IT EVERY DAY.

Fast forward. Here | am in Cairns. 36 years later and I'm still hooked. The reduction firings have
gone. But my love for reduction firings hasn't. Raku firings still invoke excitement. Burnished pots
and pit firings are still possible.

My main pottery is Aqua sea themed pottery for the weekend markets. I'm getting on now.

So I'm now teaching up a new breed of potters - To keep the club going.
